Matthew 28:19 "Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the
Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost:"

Baptism is symbolic of our repentence, or “turning away” from our old sinful ways, and
our agreement to follow Jesus Christ. It is our public expression of our inner faith. When
we are baptized, we are testifying to one and all that we have already accepted Jesus
Christ as our Saviour and will now follow Him as Lord. Romans 6:3-4 states, "Know
ye not, that so many of us as were baptized into Jesus Christ were baptized into his
death? Therefore we are buried with him by baptism into death: that like as Christ was
raised up from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in
newness of life."

The words "baptize", "baptizing", and "baptized" in the Bible mean, “to dip, immerse, or
submerge”. So you will be fully submerged in water during your baptism.

Baptism is required for membership at Chapel Hill Baptist Church. However, it is not
required for salvation and it only needs to be done once in your lifetime. The Bible
states that baptism is only for those who are old enough to understand what sin and death
are and have already accepted Jesus Christ as their Lord and Saviour as described in
Romans 10:9-10. This is why it is referred to as “believer’s baptism”.
